
addition, we are told that "if Christians, despite their 
divisions, can grow ever more united in common prayer 
around Christ, they will grow in the awareness of how 
little divides them in comparison to what unites them". 
Attention should also be drawn to the number of worthy 
suggestions offered by the Canadian Ordo (liturgical 
calendar) with regard to the Week of Prayer activities. 

Our ecumenical achievements in the past and those yet 
to be realized can only be measured as a result of the 
primacy of prayer, so essential to the pursuit of Christian 
Unity. Every baptized Christian is called to be a spiritual 
ecumenist, seeking to intercede so that the prayer of 
Jesus to the Father, "that all may be one ... as we are one" 
(In.17:21) be fulfilled. 

Pope Benedict XVI, building upon the ecumenical legacy 
of his venerable brother, Pope John Paul II, gave a 
determined focus to his pontificate when he 
acknowledged that "as a primary commitment, [he 
would] work without sparing energies for the 
reconstitution of the full and visible unity of all the 
followers of Christ". 
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
