That pattern is expected to continue.

Existing Church Properties

Some parishes do not have the financial
capacity to preserve historic, sacred
spaces. To comply with new government
accessibility regulations, many of our
older buildings require extensive renova-
tion. To help meet these needs, we will
allocate $10 million for church properties
requiring capital improvements.
